Biographical Information:

Dorothy J. Scott was born on September 1, 1923. Dorothy was a strong advocate for historic
preservation in Troy. She served on the Historic District Commission during the 1970s and
1980s where she and a small committee worked to obtain local historic designations on older
homes and buildings like the Troy Methodist Church. A woman of strong principles, she was
often at odds with City leadership and developers intent on new construction rather than
preservation.
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The papers and photographs of the Dorothy Scott Collection reflect her work as an advocate for
historic preservation and her involvement in the community of Troy. Mrs. Scott passed away in
20009.
